(Dulag fTuft).

1. An extensive German account of the organisation cf Dulng
Luft = later known as Auswertersitelle West - and the methods smployed
by the Gerans in the interrogation of Allisd B/W has recently coms
to light and is set ocut in translation in the present roport. Accor-
ding to interrogators from Dulagz Luft this treatise was preparad
Garly in 1945, when the interrogetlion centrs was parily evacuated
from its site at Oberurssl.

2. Cne of the nost striking features of this decument ig the
close similarity between the methods amployed by the Germans and
thope developed by A.D,I.(K) in the course of thy war. Both sides
made use of common hunan weaknesses in g very similar way; whilst
we had the advantapge of the falsity of German propaganda and &
disunited cuuntry the German interropators made a parallel use of
agurpreisineg the Allisd priaonur with & friendly approach which
vroduced the reaction thot V"the Mun is not such a bead follow alftex
11",  Similarly, both sides used the tecinique of surprising their
prisongrswith extbremely detailsd knowledge, thus bluffing them into
supplying furthor informetion.

e I'n raading this account one is piven ths dmpression that
the writer has over cmphasised the pesrfection of his ocwn organiso-
tlon and methods, a fault that is te be expscted when it is kanown
that the treatise was intended to ilmpress “highor lovelsh. Tha
raader is, hoewever, left with ne deubt that the Cerman inbervogabtors
ware dcutbtoly awars of the intensive intelligonce and security itraining
which tho Allicd airerew ~ purtlceularly of bombers - ware recoiving.

Lin In tha lator sitages of tho war the Germans impraved thoir
interrogation methods and borrowed many ideas from Allied Dractico.
This lmprovement was bapgéed prlmarily on adviecs given by Von WEHRA
safter his stay with A.D.I.(XK) ond subseguent ecocape frem Uanzda via
the United States in 1941 . Repatriated Goman priscners subssquently
supplied furthor advice, whilst some Alliocd P/W gratultously repeated
the contehts of sheir sceurity leciures which the German premptly
applicd to their own usc. j

. The «im of the fnterropaticn is not to distbinguish betwesn
truth and falsehnod in the B/7's statenents - mors will be =aid onh
that subject later - Hubt ratisr to bresk the silenecs which leads
to the answering of "Cuided® questions; fprulded nct in the ssnac
of, an answer influcncad Ty pugcestion, hut rather that esch answer
should e o part of e invisible threads which the interroratey
nolis in bis hands.

/Thé
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The pathering of informaticon apout the eneliy is by no NELNS
the only aim of the interrogator. As well as cpbaining infocrmation
which will materizlly assist the German defence forcss, he must, at
the same bise, try tc impreove and develop the tcols of interresatlon,
winich inelude the various files ofi units and names, the history,
composition and function of sach unit, and photographs of nireralft
types snd saquipment. These can only fulfil their purpocsc as
leonvincers" (meaning the suggeetive claim thot "that's all old
stuff") if they are kept up to date by current cbservationse.

Tn %ne long run, bthese interrcgation props alse supply
Aivect informaticn about the enemy, for gxomple on the anemy
strength, transfers, creatlon cf new upnits, abe. Questions on
tactical, technical and matiers of srpanisation will enerally form
the basis Tor the intorrogation. Questions on treining will only
be token up as matters of secondary impertance. Stratsgic 1nformeas-
tion of cverational walue will be rare (such infomiation will only
come from high-ranking officers who ars willing te talk), as tho
ordinary pilot or air gunper 1s too occupiced with his Job toc be alle
to express an opinion on strategic questions. More pften than notb
they only mepeat what they have reqad in the newspapersS.

Lnother aim of an interrogotor is o answer questions of
current importance and £ill in the gaps in aveiloble information
about the enemy. '

is & result of the limited military knowledpe of the 2/Ws .

It is true, of tourse, that the socinl
structure cf the country the B/V comes from must e studied in ocrder
t6 reach conclusicns on his backuround and educablons PurtheTinors ,
the difference petwecn cfficers and other renks muist be pointed cuts
Thig differsnce is, however; 2 pagult of the military tradltions
andl custcoms of the countzy in guastion, and in considering it it
would he Talse ‘to make use of coneceptiones based ,on Gerinan standards
of edueetion and training for officers and other raniks in assesslng
sneny standards.

Th addition, allowances lust be made for the differencs
in the conduct of bomber and fighter aircrews The placidness of. a
good many bomber crews ig not shared by the fighter pilotss Who
are neturally more dctive and highly strung and cap satisfy btheir

desire for activity in individunl actionss

Tf the above mentioned points are taken into conslderation,
it will be realised ths more intellicent the B/W, the more he will
talk, in centrust to one of o taciturn nature. With a littias
axagraration it mizht he sald that tha smarter the B/W mentally,
the easier will he become a victim of the interrogator.

Tt hag boan shown how an interrogation is a battle with
mentel and psychological weapons, and it Tollows; therefore, that
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the mest dmportont facter at the cutset is the personality of thoe
Interrerators His Knowledie of the technieal standards and
orpanizatisn of the enomy ..ir Forces is only of secondary impertance.

avery Interrvosation Officer can atudy on his ocwn the import-
ance of the affect of higs persenality, and see when he is in danger
of losing centrel of hinself eithor Trom Tatimue or gone other reason;

It has already been said that the interresation is an
ongagenent and not an efficial aety nor is it a mhbandard rrocedure
in seccrdance with a preseribed formula. It is & battle with cnly
mental apd psycholorical woapons, 4nd covers & very wida TAnse .

Tho means used in the fizht and the methols of attack are sheclutoly
inexhaugtible, for instanee, we have tho frontal attack, with the
dlrget and blunt guestion, ag well as the Lincors movement in which
contradictions ave used o play off the 2/U's statements againgt

one ancther,

‘e rocarnise the feint atteck, in which the Interromator
bluffs bhig way through, as well as the purprise attack, in which
the Interrcpator himself talks of the mogt secret matiers, and there—
by lays them aside ag “ancicnt tistory". Soma B/Ws will suceuwrh to
a war of atitrition by vepectad interrogation, others fall straisht
away for the intorrogation which has the cloalk of a harmless
conversaticn, en’ when thoy have piven the Intarrogator all he
wants, they still wiilt for the interrogaticn tc besin.

During an interrcration, everybhing: depends on whether the
P/7 is awarz thet s batile lg taling place and whother he lnows of,
ant is prepaved-tc use, hisz tws weapcons, te remain sllent and to
Lie .

+ werd here about the averape P/d's method of lying weuld
het ba out of place. TIT the P Vs ever attempled to lig at all,
they Qid it in such a clumsy manner, HHat they usually Pfell into
the pit they hed duy Por the Interrogator, being themselves
untrained and cathen alow, “hey were caupht in theip lias very
quickly, and then acted straight awoy like schoolbeys whe had bsen
caught, and allowed thoir goerots to-be drawn frem them without any
difficulty. .

L B/W is all the ghronser if He hog loorned to remzin
Bilent, and that ic the aim of his intensive btraining which continues
up te the last day of bis active service. If he stoadfastedly, and
without ereating n geens, Lliwite nimsell +to givin: the detdails he ig
allowed to give, namely his nmne, rank and serial numbar, then ha
deprives the Interrcpator of all his weapengss  Bub if he relaxes in
hie vigilance for even o moment, he ip liable to stwable into an
angwer and thereby Llodse the hook Doetwoen his teeth which will apon
his meutk &gnin and sgain.

Bvory B/ makes up his mind at the start not to talk, and
there-arc{two ways te brgnl dovm this resistanco. Bither the
infermation is wrested Trom dm, piece by Plece; until defeated and
oxhausted, ne hag Lole everything, or - and this is by far the
meet refined und subtlo, and without doubt the mors successful
method - resistance ic nipped in the bud by lulling the B/W to
sleop tc set him off his ‘uard. Boxing until the knockout or the
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surrenier is the cne method, jiu-jitsu, the "pontle auri¥ with the
nerve-paralysing holds, is the othar,

In boxinz, the gusstion gtands at the bejinning of each
round, and the answer at the cnd. IDIverything physical is conneocted
with this direct methed of attocks; the lack of wvicvement in the
e¢sll, the lask of fresh air and facilities for pepscnal hygilene,
thie lack sf something to smoke, the loeck of adequabe rienls,; nhd
above all the meals tc which the B/W is accustcmed. pdded 5 this
is the Pact that the P/ sits facing the dazzling light from the
winGow, while the Interrvorator asks tho guestions from the shadows.

Threats to prolong the solitary cenfinement, or failure to
facotnise a vietim as o P/W with proper status, all play & parts
Sternness, sarcagw and sven cynieism are used here. The resistance
which repeatedly Llazes up is foreced down by exhaustive interro-
sations. The statements of his own comrades may be used tc foreao
the Piret confi=zmntion, which may Le piven simply by a nodding of
the head, or just by the fact that the P/W does not contradict.
ovident or imapginary contradictions are held wup to him, misunder-
standings are deliberately causad, and in the case of braggarits
resiztance can be bLroken with the proveocative remari: You
wouldn't know anything about the matter in guestion because it 1s
too difficult for you to understand.”

The other methed of attack,; the mors pontle and mers
unobtrusive, is basod cn the idea that resistance will show iteelf
in sane form of tensicn, either external,or internal. The secretb
hersz is, thersefore, relaxaticn and the ways to pet there are more
munerons than in the case of the hard fight.

The P/W's training will play its part in emphasising the
cenbtrast between what he hos boon led to imaglne cf the interropation
and interrosator, which was scmething based on fear and repusrnance,
and what aetually confrents him in reality. The contrast betwoon
the bareness of his einsle cell and the comforting and friendlincsc
of the interrcsotor alsc dosg ite part. The inberrogaticn Toom is
light and cften hag flewers in 1t. TPamilisr maps hang on ©bhe wallo,
toretiaer with pictures cf the beleved alreraft types, and ths lon; -
missed ecigarcettes lilie temptingly closs.

The Interrcgation Officer himself is friendlisr than hadl
been expacted,; but not toc friendly. He {dces ncot offer a cigaretic
immedistely ~ that would leck teoo much like brlbery. 4 fvec and
cesy convarsation is started, while siunding in frent of the lor g
wall map, or leandinp ajaingt the table, or somegtimas even siivtin::
on ites In order that he can relax his cramped physical hearing,
there is & peneil in front of the PAY, as if by accident, semething
for hir tc play with. (The child of nature will use 1t to clean
his fingornails, the nervous P/W will play with it like a child,
and)hardly anybody ean reeist the tempitation to touech it in some
WEY ) e

The ice is usunlly broken with a Jjoke. dJokes and huwnour
mist run through the whole interropations A sympathetlc enguiry
after the B/W's wounds, his wife and children, and his inother, who
will a1l woryy abeut him ot home, n sympathetic understanding Tor
the P/W's plijzht, a show of indiynmation if he has been abused, and
the apparsnt flattering when he 1s told he is cecnsidered o parti-
ewlarly inbellisgent person, far abeve the average,-all help to
breal: dewn and dissolve hip resistance.
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In acng onses vhare the disaraing is achiesved quickly and
engily, only = fow of thuse nopifestatione of sympathy ars roduirod
e anbisly the meltin : desive bo $allk. A bare answor o - direcct
questbisn iz then ng Lleonger the ol of the interrosater.  Insicad,
the 277 st tell his cwn story, he mmuet Vopen upt, give life 4o
momorice, well scimetiuin. new. The ali is not the answer, but rather
the repert, and Hht Inborrorator adgt koup the flow off speeclk in bhe
deglred channels Ly meany of ceeaslcnel cihjactlonsg, confiruaticns
and inecidental quostions. The whole thin: hos mera the charccter
cf n cunsslidated veport, o shop talk, covering P/W's expériences

and teeknicul knoviled:e, rether fthan 2 single stotement.

It is osgential, thersfore, bthat the B/ reccognisges in The
Interroatcsr an cxport whe ubderstands the quésticns under discusgion,
and o person te whom all the technieal btexrms and slang words o nob
have to bu explainet first, who on the caontrary can surprise the
BAY by spicing his cohvarsabicon with these teris. ©he sacond peint
i thet the Interrcyotor wmmat offor scmetluing that puppesedly cores
from the Gemann Lir Force; and which is news to the BP/We i yood way
iz for the Interrcgotor to deseribe the installatlions and experisences
ef the cnoiy «lr Foress, bub present them as a pleture of the German
Alr Ferco, s that the P/ renches the desired conclusion that the
two opposing Alr Pereces are so nmeh alike thoat it is impossible to
betray ANy ZocPais.

It is of courag clenr that this type of interrcration can
ve ecarvicd out most easily in conjuneiicn with & fully laden tea
ST osUpper tablc. It is mueh engier to held o convarsotion vhile
Bitting in soft, deep, club chales, while sucking o ciparette, and
comatimes even with scme aleohol, than it would be acrcss a stiff
desk. L ghord walk alen: a pleasatt coultrysids w1l always Sive 2
suitably intrzcuction. “hen the B/ is in this mood he will cften
unbumlen his heartfelt degire U2 inform his relatives of the Fact
that he hed cacaped death, and #ill ask pernissicn Yo “mwits home,
This request is rranted in %he Light of an Vexecption. A+ the
conelusion of thie ideal method of interrosption, which is by no
Hmeans © rafe sccurronce; wo kave not only o connlate rencrh, but
algo the parpenal vhenks of the 2/W for the ool treotment and
rgeeption, along with the abs:slutoly sincers Zesire teo meset again
after whe war in oimier o take up the threwds off perscnal friendshipe.

Yhe Intorrogutsr will moke use of throe mgin sourceg of
infemaniticn in the course o on Intervesations Tirstly, he will
Catemiine whether any meterial Ffrom the perscnal preperty of the
P/W,; cw ths equipnent of the aireraft can mive any sugeesticns for
bhe inveroosaticon.  Fot gven the very smallest pigce ls valueless
in this.connection, as it mizht sive the 2/ the dmpression what
a preat deal,; perhaps everybhing, is already known and that in
withholdin ¢ infemwmtion he would only prelong his stay in a single
cell. It ig a surprisin; fact that the averape 2/W has only a
varue ldea of whother any and i so what kind of evidence was found
on hig perpon. ALl thesge little pleces beosther pive & canpletda
plecture.

Secondly, he will atienpt to compare the atabements of
other B/Ws, sveluaite ther on the baeis of ench other, play thenm off
apainst eech othsr, and finally assemble them into a complete
pilcturc. Jie holds the threads in his hands, sc thet the B/7 can
neither reessniss the psovs in the snemy's knowledis, nor tell when
the individaal statenments have jeingd te forn a coniplete Dleture.
The Interrogator must always try te create the impression that his
infomnction is thorough and complete without nesd of cenfirmmation,
and thet the interrogation cnly serves tc identify the B/W, in the
atmosphers of exvart to expert,
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A peally childish mentality is prevalsnt in this cohnection,
as most B/Ws would rathor believe that the infopymation, which actually
came from the statements of other BP/VWe, was derived from German
espionage than suspect their own comrades of that which they are
just about to do, namely make statements and reveal informaticn.

Tims may be mentioned as the third important factor. The
geaming impossibility of obtaining any piven piece of informatlon
on the first day of interroration very often' becames possible on
the next day, and even probable on the third and fourth days. The
relative primitiveness of the P/Ws, combilned wita their youth, make
it necemsary for them to have contact with human soclety, in fact,
this need is as great as their need for food and drinke. The majority
of P/ cannot withgtund the softaning iniluence of waiting in solitary
confinement. Hurried interrogations, when the P/W roalises the
urseney, ares therefors, rarcly among the mest successiul.

The Interrogator must always be in strict control of the
interrogation owing 4o the fact that its course can never be dstermined
beforghand., This is not always so slinple ag the questlons do not
necessarily follow in factual and logical orders The chalh of
thought coupling cne deduction with another will never be & logleal
structure., UNevertheless, the B/Y will be unable to ssec the thread
which connects all the statements, answers, fragments of thougnts,
dnd materidls used ds picces of Ividenco.

The aassociation of ideas should really be mado use of as nuch
a8 poseible as it represents an axiomatic and voluntary Torm of
thinking in which reason and loglc are elmost alirlinated. For gxample ,
ona method of obtaining the names of members of a sguadron is to ask
firgt about the onecs already known., In order to stir up tae B/vts
nemory, ieo. in reality in order to lull his congclence o sl8SH, tha
B/ is zlven the first letter of the name. As soon as he gives the
whole of tha first namo, this procéss can be ropeated Tor the socond
and third pames. If the P/W is then asked for the unlknown hans of
the fourth offilcor, it may be expected with soms certainty thet e
will nct wait for the Intorrogator to give him the initlal lotier as
a helpy as he 1s by now convinced gvarything is khown anyway. Pho
remaining names will be obtained in this way, and the B/W will seldem
notice at which point thoe Interrogator has withdrawn the helping hand
(the initial lotten).

According to the enemy's regulations, any statements beyond
the P/W's name, rank and serial number arg considersd military treoason,
high trsason. This rule, which even the mogt childish and indifferond
P/VW knows, must be cloaked from the very peginning., It all deponds
on taking off him the burden oi this treason, or at Isast nelkin: it
lizhter, i.oe Lo convince him that it is lmpossible Tor him to veolray
anything becauss everything has already long beegn known; bthat the
many questions only serve to satisly bureaucratic curicsity; Tthab
the Interrogator ig only a vietim of the red tape which existe on
both sides; and finally that there is no way out for hilm other than
the one baken by thousands of others who have been in the same nosi-
ticn ag he is in, and who have also talked, without exception. IX
i% is possinle to supply a few obvious but not huniliating sxamnlos
off this, then the last bit of resistance is often broken.

iwe Plow of speech will only be forthecoming to the interrogator
wno hag meds the P/W feel that he understands his positilon, and not
to the interrocator who humiliates hime For this reason the sordid
business trapsaction: “You betray this and that to me and in roturn
you will be fiven better Fool dnd will ba roleased sooner! will notb
have much chance of succesgs in e straightforward form. Tven though
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the Iaterrocatop dctually doss Pollew thewo linca, it is hetter i
Doth act a8t thouyh shey wers noL aware what raro vag bein, nlaved.
Tgr thig Perroiy the Interropator seould maks ag few noted
“E posaible in the HPuBcuce o the B/, and what notes nNe does malke
srould e limited to information vwhien whe PAT will rgeenide ag
bureaveratic rEquirementy in ccnnection with foms and Tormalities.
I'be  retentivensss or s Interrvesator WLLL neburally limit Lhe
nuiber. ¢f datails concening fisurcs and propap names, which can he
retained vwithout madiiing notes. Opa should, nevertheless, attompt
Lo limit the notes of thops fetails, or if made &u all, then thsy
cshiould be weitteon ag surrentitiously, and as unchirusively as bossible,

- It is ofton vossible o overcome thasp rather technical diffi-
cultice by calling in a zeeond interrogator, 50 that the emphasis ig
less on an “interrosationt and nord opn a “ccnvarsation". This does
not wmgan that the two interrocgators must Necessarily ssree with one
another; on fhe controry, one mmsh contradiet the otlicy - with .
Pragonable armments - in order not to show opposition but rathen

te meintain the character of an actual discuseion, In this way the
BT will. he Forcod to Llve uig opinion.

Inturrogations with 4we Ihte rroiatons will not generally be
Stleceasful, iF only for the feact that the Intarrogator mist firstg
285abl isgh bersonal contuct with the P/W, which ig mich simpler shen
alocné, !

A porticulasly di904eols Doria of interromation is that of sick

Lo apite of the fact uvhat thers ig ne nard and fest rule Tfor
mathods of innazrsgation, thers is inevitably an undarlying brineinlc
for every interrogation. In the wealth of information held on the
shony, ¥athers of operatisnal importance naturally take 04 rgt prionity,
and 1% follows, thereiore, that guesticns on tactica, tochnicel
matters, andg organigation, are tho interrosator's flest conecarn, in
order to cenfirm and kesp & cheei: on eld 1nformation and new develop-
mante, .
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A% this poins, a fow ywords must ve said concorning politicel
interrosation, which is more a “by-product® of military duestloning,
ond only conas into the limelight in gxceptional camaes. Fo Hany
factors of moods and feelings and other lmpondsranle circumstances
are inherent in this Torm of interrogation that it would be vwell o
refomber its possibilities end its limitations. In the firet placay,
the nermbars of the ensmy Ailr Porces arse an ¢lite body of definite
social classes and without much difference in their ages. They are,
therefore, by no means just a small example of public opinion, guch
as the proup chosen by the Gallup Institute for ite pollw.

The P/Ws usually do not bhave any political knowledfe superion
to that of an interested newspaper readsor, they ars dependent on the
newspapers; the motion pictures and their deily convergations Tor
their opirions. As a matter of Tfact most P/Ws are below ths standard
of mentality of the aversps newspaper readors, &6 they read the
newspapers in the following order, Tirst the puzzle corensr, then the
sports news, then the home news and finally, if at all, the news from
the verious theatres of war and the news on internaticnal politics.
lipst P/We, therefore, nave no political knowledge or ambitiong.

In spite of all these reservations the political statements
of the P/W can, nevertheless, Lo assessed as a section aof public
cpinicne Furthermore, such statements not only give the B/T's own
opinion, but also reflsect the views and cpinions of a wider circla
of friends, and people of the same age and occupatlon.

The more voluwainous the intervogation results become, and
the lepesr their proportion to the total information on the shamy,
the were important becomsg the question of reliability of the shate=
manta. An oseessment of their reliability must vproceed Iran the
Paet that the P/W will, if he talks at all, meke use of decelt as
4 weapon of defence.

In the Ffiret place, hig military superiors have rinstrucicd
him to supply no information other than his name, rank and sarial
nnhers . In some coses & shrewd  lecturer has added that lles
must be avoided under nll circumstances as they only bring on
counterronsures which will break all resistance on the part of tho
P/Vi. If be lies at all, then he lies on his omn responsibility so
to spsak, und such lies are usually so primitive that they ore soon
recognised, and then actually do bring on the countormeasurcs ns
predicted. Above all, these lies are based on an ighorance of the
pystem of interropation, and of the amount of infomiatlon alresdy
linovl ©6 the Interrogatol. ‘

vhe B/W lies about insignificant details, and thay can ecglly
ne Pecognised, whereas ilmportant matters are raported on pruthtfully.
Lnd pa whe First breach in the hurriedly erscted house of fulso
shatsrcnts soon leads to complete collapse. bMost lies are vague
and 4o not oven cover the concrete destalls of the battle, but are
sven to ropresent the P/AT as a person who cannot g gxpected to
huve any coauprehensive knowledge, snd whose interrogation would
therafors pot be worth while.

o then find the story that the B/W was shot down while on
Wis fivet mission; that he was detailed as substitute man to a
complotely unknovm craw at the last moment bafore the bake—off; that
e did not take part in the briefing for varlous reasons, and, there—~
Fors, has no idea of bthe cbjective; that ae & simple Sorpgeant, o
could not have any knowledge of techniecal snd tactical matters; thub
he is not intsrested in anything connscted with the war as kis only
aesirve ip for the war to end, etc. etc.
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Tha diract lies ars necv much clevéerer vither. Ior examplao,
he vesingns 0 ¢ pewly ectavlishes unit s sguadron markings and
nunbor of an old anit, Lescause ho helieves those are olready lnown;
he pivee the nauses 57 cificers +who have long sinee hoen withdrawn
from active service; or atterpds to muddle the names in the verlsus
CIeWs, o denles e lnows wsll kncwn names and faces.

Thero ig no doubt “that the pProconceived, and carefully
planned and discussed felss story is the axeeption to the zule.

These paltry Little liss prove that the P/Vis have no clear
idea as %o whet {thc interromation is aiming at. They cannot
differentiato betwoen the essuntial and the unessential, they lack
training, and are not quickwibtitad. Alove ally hardly any B/W who
attempte %o tcll lies has [iven nuch thousht as 4o how he must act
if and when his lis is rocopnised as guechs It ig at that moment
that the B/ becomes so inseours ond soft that he tells much more
than he would have if he had not atitenpited to tell a 1ic.

hknother ampeet nltogether is whother the honest statements
of P/W arec at the same time corracths. The Interrogator must judge
and dacide this with the help of his knowledge of huwnan neture, and
hip Tumiliority with the subject coneerned. To sum up, it may be
8aid that infomiction sained througsh interroraticn, after it has
been evaluated, iws rsliable and worthy of belicfs Bxperisnce has
confirmed thls conclusively.

AT, M0 UGE 0F STOOL PIGTONY.

German and pritish stool pigsons wers used at the kezinning
of the war ln order to obtain additional informetion, cr to confirm
already lncwn furets. As the Interrogation Unit prew in gize, the
résults fiom thic scuves did nst laprove, on the contrary they
steadlly became vorse Lecause Lhe men could not DLe oiven the
necessary carg und attontion.

In opdsr to makc the work of stocl pigecns really succassful,
it would nave bsen necessary for several Interrosators fc work
exclugively for thein. The Fact that Lthese men failed, or sgtopped
working was usually due 3o insufficlont Juidance by suitable CGerwan
ofificers. The individual agent was forecd to look after himsell too
much, wes siven too litile %o 4o, ant had toe much time to think
things over. He alse in time gained & knowledie of what went on
behind the scenes, and gaw 6xactly how much information was derived
From interrogation, which pave him much Tood for thouphte In some
cagas ha was even umnaskad by his fellow countrymen and immediately
wantad ©c ceasée working in crder to save his own 1iTg.

Othier reasons why apents stopped working dincluded the fact
that it wee impossible o supply suitable guarters and additional
food, and fthe Gorman monsy earned could not bs exchanged for zoods ;
againg thne Llimited fresden of movemsnt also Played s part. Stool
pigeons poquirs a2 sreat deal of card, and much time has to be spent
on them 1f they are to work afficiently.

Thure wers veriocuye spnortunitiss for omploying steol pigeons,
and the following nro scile exanples. British ugente might be
installed in the overflow; whaon the Interropsution Imit was still
small Gue overflow bel o Britisn sbtal? vhich remained in the camp
permanently. With @ 1itils skill apd carve an agent could sasily be
attached we this staff, aad when B/We had been interrogated they were
gent to the overilew, aad thers had Yo comply with the necessary
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ropiclities in order to aequire food or Red Cross parcals. It
aid net oceasion mueh gurprisge if some additional military mettes .
vare aglkes or confizaed in “he course of the guostioning The
details could be obiained almost vithout difficully as the B/ Vs
folt they were safe whon they were anon boelr own countrymens

¢hae result of thls typo of interrosation was limited %o
whe desipnstion of the unity political matters, or causes of the
diveraft. neally lumportant technical detalls could not be learnsd
in this way. A detailled tochnical questionding by the stool pijeons
would have Wobrayed him after o vVery short tima.

[, stool pigaon could warn the Canp 0fficar G indicaitions
of any attempts to ¢seape, or of the assenbly of information on
intorrogstion methods which would be possed on to England.

Tn 16L% tha overflow was found to Dbe too small and a larger
Translt Camp was establishcd Pivat at Prankfurt and then at vietzlar,
The British staff in tihe overflow was disbanded and distributed
amony the permanent cups. A0 Interrorator disgulsed as @ severoly
woundetl Britigh Paratrooper wag put into the same oo with flying
pergonnel in order to detepmine the trus morale, and political viows
of the B/ "5 witheout taking part in the convetpation himself, ho
wag anle Lo hear tho details of thair seneral meralas

Arnother oppertunity fer the uss of stool pigcons was in tho
transport from the last rellway station to the B/W Transit Camp. A
German who proits the lapguais without any trace of accent was put
into & British or American unifom, joined the newly arrived Lrtng-
port with a guard, and was when saken alony bo the Interrogatbion
wilt, Thore was sufficient opportunity on the way o ask the PB/Uio
sbout their units, and othor general quastions.

T4 aid not work well to pub two B/We, of which one was &
Germen Interrogator; in Britich upiform or even & Spitish sbeol
pizecn into the same TCO. Tha B/W to ba intarrogated inmedictoly
showed zestraint and distrust in his conversctions with the shranso
compade. 1His Intelligence Officer had vepeatedly warned hin of
such 2 peossibility bvefore he had been taken DIisoNaTs. Tha wood
modern types of listening eguipment were insbtalled in 50 of tho 200
cells. Oivery conversation, even 1f only carried out in whisporu,
could be tapped and recorded on a magnetic sHrips This equipent
was found to be particularly valuablo in innumerable ingtancas.

ALT, THE BVALUATION OF CAPTURED DOCUHBITS AND EFFECTS .

At the beginning, the Tnterrosator carvicd cut the intoer-
pretation of captured documents togethor with the interrogation
of thus P/Vs. It was soon found, hovever, to be NOCOBBAXY to divide
the twoe suujects. This was duc in part Lo bhe gvor-incroasing
numbar of crashes folleowing thn intengification of ceorial wanfare
and the strenpthening of the Snenwy 4ir Forces, and in part ©o thy
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nuwzber of ermshes in whick thore wors ne live P/7s and only docu-
ments for infeorisaticrs. the deciding fector for a division-of the
interrsyation and interpiretaticn secticns was the first 1,000 bomper
raid on Coleznoe on 3Llst Moy 1941, in the courss of whichk merc air-
craft werc shot down in cne dny than nad been brought down in the
wholeg of the previcus tie months. Tha duelsicn to riake tho division
wap facilitated by the fact that the Keommandsnt of Dulap Tuft wantod
to hand over consorship of letters to the other P/Y Camps, as this
responsibility for wll Alr Porece msil had, up till then, yislded
poor results in rolaticn to the personnel required.

The new Interpretation Secticn which wag tc be created
would Then have avalloble sufficient npersonncl whe were both
familier with the watters of intersst to the G.4.P., practised
in reading varlous huandwritines, and in making excerots and trans-—
laticns of letterc ond diaries of airmen who had been shot down.
The Interreputors hed already been Hiving them this kind of work
te do from time to time., Thie new. section, which to begin with
ccontinucd to censor the P/77 mail, also carried out & cengorship
of the enemy daily and technical press, &s well as all available
Torelen aviation handbooks.

It was sgbn-found that the picking up and Torwarding o
the centre of captured deocuments snd gffsets wag by he nmeans carried
cut with the desired thoroushness and speed. It was, therefore,
nocassary o lhetruet all authoritices concernad to sond te the
Interzopotion Unit eveh the most insipgnificant seraps of pdper Lrowm
aircralft wihieh had bgen shebt dovm, or had crashed. Thisa had tc e
donc by awuns of perconal contact, instruction leaflets, repulations
on the salvape of crasghed sneny alreraft, ond t¢ a certain cxtent
instructions published in the dress.-

The latfer had te be dono with eaution s that the enamy's
atbention was not deawn te the scope of cur evaluation of captured
matorials. Unfortupately just as the whole thin, bezan to work
smoothly = new delaying factor was introduced by the increzscd
dlfficulties in transpert and cowmmnicabicn, and extra pressure
cf werk on the sclvase unitbs. The Presz Lislson Suction was
separated from the Documents Section in Hovember 1943. At the
same fGine; cdua Bo the influx of lurge numbers of regulations and
reports in the course of our own or enemy lar;s-scale cperations,
1t wae necassary for a certain number of evaluators to work almost
exclusively on a series of veluninous translaticns or synopses.
Particularly capable men with extensive technical knowledge wero

L well conductod communicoticns system is, vsgential in order that
the various units in the zone of operations may quickly forvard thusa
details. This communications system is discussed in anotbher sactione
Tn addition to such a4 communications sysbem, the unlte in the sones
in which operations have beon carried out must kncw what to lock for,
and be eule to malie suggestlons. '

1% was found that this co-operation was encouraged Ly gending
Interrogators to pay perscnal visltis to the operations staffe ol tho
GeAeFe, and flying units. The Interrogator would give them an idea
of the scops of the information aboutl tho enemy, and they would say
vhat they had cbserved, siving their difficulties during their own
offensive or defensive coverations. The bpersonal contact betwsen the
various units which was sstablished Wy those visits gave each an
insight into the work of the other. Real co-operation could not
